The Consultation documents on preferred sites option takes out the two sites in contention but further sites need to be explored.   Further building needs should be identified together with small pockets of infill

Item 2-
There is a need to identify key issues: -

Road safety – green belt protection – creation of footpaths, cycle routes and PROW.  A need to list the major issues and create a policy intention document. Kathryn can help with sourcing funding.  There is a pot of £9,000 every six months available but it is time restricted.

Kathryn listed Councils she was helping with Neighbourhood Plans and a summary of her involvement. As she had not prepared costs for her services she would send a breakdown of estimated costings to the PC.
Kathryn was thanked for the presentation and left the meeting

the presentation was discussed and it was agreed that subject to a fee presentation, the PC would request her assistance with the preparation of the Plan

Item5
the response from Annington Homes was discussed and it was agreed that there were several sites there which would benefit from development of low cost houses/apartments.  The Chairman to write again to the MOD to ask their opinion on such developments on former/current MoD owned land in Strensall, as no reply had yet been received to the initial enquiry of 6th July.
